Latecomers will not be allowed in the theater until
intermission (when applicable). Viewing will be available via tv monitor in
our lobby. NO EXCEPTIONS.

Lobby Bar & Concessions: Lobby Bar opens one-hour prior to curtain for
every performance. Food and drink purchased at our lobby bar are allowed
in the theater. No outside food or drink allowed. Please dispose of trash in
our convenient lobby receptacles.

Smoking: Smoking or vaping is strictly prohibited inside the Monon Depot
Theatre and within 8 feet of outside entrances.

Right to Refuse Service: Civic Staff and House Management have the
right to refuse service to audience members for any reason without
issuing refunds.

Electronic & Communication Devices: Absolutely no cell phone activity
during performances. Photographs and recordings are strictly prohibited.
Turn off all sound making devices prior to curtain. Violators of this policy
will be asked to leave and will not be refunded.

ANOTE FROM THE DIRECTOR

Welcome to The Revolutionists!

Five years ago, this play was selected as part of our Jubilee Season for 2020-
2021. The theme, Jubilee, was a 2015 initiative spearheaded by artists asking
theaters to pledge to produce only works written by women, people of color,
LGBTQ-+, and artists with disabilities for the entire 2020-2021 season. The goal
was to amplify marginaliged voices and create a nationwide “festival” that would
seek to rebalance theatrical representation. But, as we know, that was the year
that all theaters went dark, including ours. The revolution would have to wait.

They say timing is everything. So, here we are in 2026 producing Lauren
Gunderson’s compelling play set during the French Revolution in 1793, that
speaks unmistakably to our present moment. Though the setting is historical,
the play speaks directly to modern audiences with humor, honesty, and urgency.
These four women are not unified by ideology, in fact, they disagree fiercely. Yet
they persist in the belief that words matter. Stories matter. Women's voices
matter. And even a global pandemic can't silence them forever.

Community theatre is uniquely suited to this story. Like the women in The
Revolutionists, we gather in shared spaces to tell stories—often with limited
resources, big ideas, and a belief that voices coming together can create change.
Gunderson’s play celebrates collaboration, creativity, and the courage it takes to
speak up, all values at the core of community-based storytelling.

Our production leans into the intimacy of the play, inviting the audience into the
room with these women as co-witnesses to their conversations and conflicts.
The laughter, tension, and hope that unfold are meant to feel immediate and
familiar. These are not distant historical figures, but people grappling with
questions we still ask today: Who gets heard? What does it mean to use our
voice responsibly? And how do we hold onto humanity in uncertain times?

Now..hold on to your heads, the revolution has begun!
